Initially, Mary led the
Department of Shared Responsibility, working with the collegial
process in the Archdiocese of Newark—parish, deanery, finance
councils—and served as staff person to the Newark Archdiocesan
Pastoral Council. Later she coordinated the small Christian community

work at RENEW.

During critical times in RENEW's history, Mary took on special assignments of major
importance while, at the same time, coordinating the Resources/Publications team and
ministering to parishes in various dioceses. She co-authored the award-winning Small
Christian Communities: A Vision of Hope and several IMPACT books, wrote Sowing Seeds:
Essentials for Small Community Leaders and managed the Longing for the Holy / Sedientos
de Dios project. Currently, Mary is researching and editing the forthcoming My Journey
with RENEW: A Founder’s Memoir.

Previously, as pastoral associate at St. Philomena’s Church in Livingston, NJ, Mary served
on the parish RENEW team. She worked with adult faith formation and social concerns,
and co-founded Sharing, coordinating sixty volunteers in a ministry to the sick,
homebound, elderly, and anyone else in need. She taught in many grade schools in New
Jersey and Alabama, at the academies of Lacordaire and Mount St. Dominic, and at
Caldwell College. Mary holds a master’s degree in Library Science from Villanova
University and a master’s degree in Theology from St. John's University, Collegeville, MN.

Mary served on the boards of both RENEW International and Genesis Farm and is a
volunteer at the farm. She is a member of her community’s Universe and Creation
Committee and its study group.
